From Fr. Mark’s Desk: 
 
 
Second Sunday in Ordinary Time: “Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the 
world.” 
      Our Gospel reading this weekend is from the Gospel of John. It is important to remember 
that John’s Gospel is wriƩen with the assumpƟon the reader already knows Jesus Christ. Thus, 
the idenƟĮcaƟon of Jesus as the Lamb of God suggests that John and all reading/listening un-
derstand Jesus as savior. The reference to the ‘Lamb of God’ recalls the Passover Meal where 
God’s deliverance of his people through the blood of the Lamb is celebrated. The Eucharist is 
of course, the ChrisƟan’s celebraƟon of our deliverance in Christ. Therefore, the Eucharist as 
the source and summit of our faith can be celebrated as we reŇect on this Gospel passage.

     Water from Christ’s side, wash me.  
 
      Passion of Christ, strengthen me.

     At the hour of my death, call me,  
 
     And tell me to come to you,
