From Fr. Mark’s Desk: 
 
 
Twelfth Sunday in Ordinary Time: “Are not two sparrows sold for a small coin? Yet 
not one of them falls to the ground without your Father’s knowledge...So, do not be 
afraid; you are worth more than many sparrows.” 
 
     In the Gospel this weekend, Jesus is clearly speaking to the twelve apostles. We 
might imagine them as strong figures, ready to take on the challenges that will be 
ahead of them. But fear and doubt are seizing them all. They do not understand 
their role in God’s plan They do not understand their participation with God, no 
matter how great or small, has the potential of a great result.  
 
     The image of the sparrow is significant. The sparrow was a bird, sold cheaply to 
feed the poor. Thus, the image of sparrow in connection with the apostles is in re-
lation to their poverty. Fear has seized them; thus, they do not understand their 
value.  
 
     God will be the food they need to survive and prosper. He treasures the sparrow 
and treasures them and will treasure us as well. God is our ‘daily bread’.  
 
     Each of us has a role to play, like the apostles, in bringing about the kingdom. 
‘Fear no one’ in living what God has called you to be. If God has counted every hair, 
he will not forget you. ‘Give us this day our daily bread’ is our daily prayer realizing 
God will sustain us and lead us to a new and more abundant life.  
 
     “Sing to the Lord, praise the Lord, for he has rescued the life of the poor from 
the power of the wicked!” Be not afraid!
