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The words of the Hail Mary — undoubtedly the most
recognizable Catholic prayer after the Lord’s Prayer
— are deeply rooted in scripture. The opening lines
of the prayer are taken from the words of the angel
Gabriel at the Annunciation — “Hail Mary, full of
grace, the Lord is with thee.” This line is known as
the Angelic Salutation. The following words —
“Blessed art thou among women, and blessed is the
fruit of your womb, Jesus” — echo the sentiments
expressed by Elizabeth at the Visitation.

The Angelic Salutation is regarded as the earliest de-
votional prayer to Mary, since it forms the very first
words spoken to her as the Mother of God, but Cath-
olics did not begin to utilize the Hail Mary prayer in
its current form until around the 11" century.

An in-depth explanation of each line of this prayer is
provided in the Catechism of the Catholic Church,
2676-2677. ©LPi

Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord: “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all na-
tions, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spir-
it, teaching them to observe all that | have commanded you. And behold, | am with
you always, until the end of the age.”

The words of Jesus ‘I will be with you always’ have always been a source of com-
fort. Often in life, we find ourselves asking, “Where are you God?”. The response is
that he is present in our need and in our acts of kindness. When we feed another,
God is there; when we visit another, God is there; when we forgive another from
our heart, God is there.

The Gospel of Matthew presents the Sermon on the Mount in which we are re-
minded that we are blessings. These blessings are intended to be shared. The ser-
mon centers on the Lord’s Prayer and how to pray. The sermon concludes with the
admonition to build the house (of our lives) on solid ground. This sermon is deliv-
ered as a reflection on our destiny as children of God, who is always by our side.

“One of the most compelling qualities of life in the Spirit of Jesus is that we are
always being sent out to bring and receive the gifts of God to and from all peoples
and nations. It is spiritually impossible to enter into the house of God and to meet
there all of humanity without coming to the inner awareness that the fruits of the
Spirit grow and mature in a worldwide process of giving and receiving.”
